There will be a short 
presentation at 6:30 p.m. and dinner, dessert 
and refreshments will be served immediately 
after with plenty of indoor and outdoor 
seating.   

The Gettysburg National Military Park 
Museum and Visitor Center provides a comfortable environment from which to learn about the 
sacrifices made during the Battle of Gettysburg and the causes and the consequences of the 
American Civil War. The center was designed to meet LEED (Leadership in Energy and Environmental 
Design) performance certification standards and was awarded Gold Level Certification in 2010.   

The film, “A New Birth of Freedom,” sponsored by the History Channel and narrated by Morgan 
Freeman, will orient you to the battle and the American Civil War. After the film, you will experience 
the sights and sounds of the battle in the historic Cyclorama painting — longer than a football field 
and weighing 12.5 tons! The Gettysburg Museum of Civil War offers 12 galleries where letters speak 
to longing, fear and homesickness of the soldiers. Drums and bugles echo sounds of battle. 
Bloodstained stretchers scream the wounded’s pain. Bullet holes in bedposts show that no one could 
hide and cannons mirror might.  

There will also be a special exhibit - Reflections on Civil War Art. "With Brush, Mold, Chisel, and Pen: 
Reflections on Civil War Art" - featuring some of the most celebrated artists of the 19th and early 20th 
centuries. 

Buses provided by CS McKee will leave from the Wyndham Gettysburg side entrance at 5:45 p.m. to 
transport guests to the venue. Buses will start returning guests to the Wyndham Gettysburg at 9 p.m. 
with the last buses leaving at 10 p.m. Plenty of parking will be available for those who would like to 
drive on their own.
