• PCCD engaged reentry coordinators from six CRCs 
across PA to inform the creation of minimum 
operating standards.

– Draft standards developed and review by six counties

• Presented to PARC on 1/23/20

• Presented to CJAC on 2/12/20

• Adopted by PCCD on 3/11/20

Minimum Operating Standards Background
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• County Reentry Coalitions must have robust and 
diverse membership from a wide range of partners 
throughout the county.

• PCCD has identified three required membership 
categories for CRCs: 1) Reentrants, 2) Government 
Agencies, and 3) Community Partners. 

• PCCD understands that CRCs cannot force entities 
to be members, coalitions must, at minimum, invite 
the required entities/organizations.

• Reentrants: have experienced the criminal justice 
system firsthand; potentially received assistance 
when returning to the community. 

• Government Agencies: responsible for operating all 
facets of the criminal justice system; detailed 
knowledge of the system and the resources available 
within the county. 

• Community Partners: providing services to 
reentrants daily; detailed knowledge of the services 
offered to returning citizens in the county.

• Who is engaged matters!

– Decision makers able to invest time and 
resources of organization

• Coalitions must have a designated 
coordinator.

Membership
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• County Reentry Coalitions must have formally 
approved bylaws that outline how the coalition will 
operate.

• At minimum, coalition bylaws must include the 
following:
➢ Name – Official name of the coalition.

➢ Mission and Vision – Mission statement should define the coalition’s 
objectives and approach to achieve them; vision statement should be 
the ultimate goal of what the coalition hopes to achieve. 

➢ Membership – Outline the members of the coalition and any eligibility 
requirements.

Bylaws
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• At minimum, coalition bylaws must include the 
following:
➢ Leadership Structure – Outline the leadership structure of the 

coalition including chair, vice chair, executive committee, 
subcommittee chairs, etc.

➢ Leadership Responsibilities – Outline the responsibilities of the 
coalition’s leadership.

➢ Coordinator Responsibilities – Outline the responsibilities of the 
coalition’s coordinator.

➢ Meeting Logistics – Outline the frequency, location, and method of 
notice for coalition meetings. CRCs should meet quarterly, at 
minimum.

➢ Decision Making/Voting – Outline the process the coalition will use 
for making decisions, what issues members will vote on, quorum, etc.

Bylaws
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• County Reentry Coalitions must have an active 
reentry strategic plan or be engaged in the strategic 
planning process.

• Reentry strategic plans identify persistent/emerging 
trends in the criminal justice system; promote 
systemwide thinking, planning, and action; 
emphasize a more effective use of limited resources; 
enable the prioritization of county-wide goals; and 
allow for the focused pursuit of various funding 
sources. 

Reentry Strategic Planning
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• For all CRCs, the development of a reentry strategic plan 
should, at minimum, include the following steps:
– Conduct an environmental scan of county practices by identifying 

trends, strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, threats, and barriers;

– Identify the major problems areas (housing, employment, 
transportation, etc.) and gaps in reentry services in the county;

– Determine a strategic direction for the coalition through the 
development of goals and objectives related to the major problem 
areas and gaps in reentry services;

– Develop tasks and actions steps to achieve the identified goals and 
objectives; and

– Develop performance measures to track the coalition’s success in 
addressing the identified goals and objectives.

Reentry Strategic Planning
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• County Reentry Coalitions must collect data 
elements that can be used to calculate recidivism 
rates for the county.

• PCCD acknowledges that each county may define 
recidivism differently and will not establish a 
common statewide definition for recidivism.

• Focus is to ensure counties are collecting the 
relevant data elements necessary for calculating 
recidivism.

Recidivism Data Collection

• At minimum, each county must collect the 
following data elements for all county jail inmates:

– Offender Name

– Date of Birth

– State Identification Number (SID)

– Offender Tracking Number (OTN)

– Release Date

• These data elements will allow for the calculation of 
the recidivism rate and time to recidivate for all 
county jail offenders.

Recidivism Data Collection
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• In order to be a formally recognized County Reentry 
Coalition by PCCD, coalitions must comply with all 
requirements outlined in the minimum operating 
standards.

– Process is underway

– Rolling-basis; CRCs submit info when they are ready

• Future funding for reentry programming though 
PCCD will required a County Reentry Coalition that 
meets the minimum operating standards.

Compliance
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• No dedicated funding stream for reentry programs

• Supported through federal Byrne Justice Assistance 
Grants Program -> 2019/20 JAG Single Solicitation 
Local Funding Initiative Grants

– $7,000,000 for two-year project period across 9 Objectives

– 93 total applications requesting nearly $12 million

– 19 total reentry-focused applications requesting $1.9 
million

– 11 total reentry-focused applications funded totaling 
nearly $950,000

– Funding available for new applications in Spring 2022
